With an unprecedented number of industry
leaders and trade show exhibitors in attendance,
the American Coalition for Ethanol (ACE)
held its 20th anniversary conference and trade
show August 7-9 at the RiverCentre in St. Paul,
Minnesota.

Keynote policy addresses

National and state policymakers including
Minnesota Governor Tim Pawlenty, Congressman
Collin Peterson (D-MN), and U.S. Senator John
Thune (R-SD) provided keynote addresses,
championing ethanol s bene ts for America s
agriculture, economy, environment, and energy
security.

Minnesota Governor Tim Pawlenty addressed
the audience on Wednesday afternoon, August 8.
He highlighted the important role that Minnesota
has played in the birth of the modern ethanol
movement and the state s desire to keep its
progressive ethanol policies out in front.

While other states now see the wisdom of
our public policies in Minnesota, we want to
continue to hold ourselves out as the benchmark
or the lighthouse, so as they in some cases catch
up to us, or try to, we want to raise the bar on
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ourselves to show the way, to show it can be
done. And I m very excited about that, he said.

Pawlenty, who now chairs the National
Governors Association and has selected
a clean energy future as the year s topic for the
group, called ethanol a win on many fronts.

Ethanol isa ve-fold win on national
security, on economic stability, on rural economic
development, on environment policy, and
importantly on agriculture and farm policy as
well, he said.

Congressman Collin Peterson, a Democrat
representing Minnesota s Seventh District, also
addressed attendees during the Wednesday
General Session. As Chairman of the House
Agriculture Committee, he updated the ethanol
supporters on the work of crafting the House s
version of the Farm Bill.
